Complaint Summary:

Ms. Cotter’s complaint, submitted under Section 24(2)(b)(taste & decency), relates to a discussion on Red FM’s Cork Talks Back programme.  Ms. Cotter submits that overtly sexual comments are frequently aired on this talk show.  She states that a woman faking an orgasm was broadcast @ 9.15pm and it is not appropriate and especially for the young audience under 16s who regularly listen to the show. 

Station’s Response:

Red FM in their response state this complaint refers to a woman faking an orgasm which is alleged to have happened on 5 February 2007.  Red FM can find no trace of such a broadcast and have checked their records extensively and found nothing.

Red FM spoke to the presenter Victor Barry to remind him of the stations ethics when broadcasting.  

Decision of the Commission:  

The Commission has considered the broadcast, the submissions made by the complainant and the broadcaster.  There was no evidence in the broadcast material of the assertion submitted by the complainant.  On this basis, the Commission is not in a position to assess the complaint and determines the complaint invalid.
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
